1. Can you share about a time when someone broke an important promise they made with

2. I believe that Moses wrote this passage to encourage the Israelites travelling in the 
wilderness and to remind them that God will indeed fulfill all of his promises to them. 
Why might these Israelites struggle to believe that God would fulfill His promises to 
them?  

 

3. Can you share about a time when you struggled to believe that God’s promises will 
come true in your life?  

 

4. Take a few minutes and discuss what God promised Abram in Genesis 12:1-3.  

 

5. How did Abram create an obstacle for God to fulfill his promise in Genesis 12:13-15? 

 

6. How did God overcome that obstacle in Genesis 12:17-20?  
 

7. Read 2 Corinthians 1:20-22. How is it possible for God to fulfill all of the promises that 
He made for us? What guarantee did God give us?  
 

8. How does the knowledge of God’s guarantee to fulfill his promises to us change how we 
live our daily lives?
